I hope this letter finds you well. As part of our ongoing efforts to inform and protect our clients we are passing on this news in the hopes that you will find it useful. You may have read that the credit reporting agencies are selling certain personal information to their corporate subscribers.  In particular, any time you apply for a mortgage loan, car loan, or credit card, whether you are solicited by the corporate subscriber or not, your information is being sold by Experian to other competitors in the same field.  For example, if a mortgage broker or bank runs your credit report, Experian will have that information along with contact instructions on the desks of other banks and mortgage brokers that have subscribed to their “TRIGGER” program.

Not only is this annoying and intrusive it disseminates your personal information to entities who you may have no relationship with and increases the potential for abuse. Identification theft is one of the largest criminal activities in the United States, and having personally been victimized by these criminals, I have chosen to “OPT OUT”.  I would suggest that you do the same.
